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Well done to Di Desmond 
on achieving another 
significant milestone in 
her playing career for the 
Lake Grace Hockey Club.  
Di played her 300th game 
for the Club on Saturday

The Club elected to 
celebrate Diôs 301st 
game, which was a home 
fixture played against 
Narembeen.  This gave 
an opportunity for Diôs 
family and more of the 
local supporters to be on 
the sidelines to cheer Di 
on. 
 
The 301 games are only 
a part of Diôs playing 
days as Lake Grace only 
joined the Roe Districtôs Association in 1992, there 
is no tally of the games Di played prior to that in  
the Central Great Southern Association and in her 
early years when Lake Grace was playing against 
Dudinin, Yealering and Moulyinning districts. 
 
Diôs playing days started in the 1960ôs when she 
was just 5 years of age, coach at the time was Diôs 
Nanna, Mrs Ruby Mason who was a member of 
Lake Graceôs inaugural hockey team from 1931.   
 
In Diôs early playing days the surface was clay with 
a smattering of onion weed, very unforgiving so a 
great encouragement for players to stay on their 
feet.  At one point the hockey oval ran parallel with 
the back of the Sportsmanôs Club. Marking of the 
ovals was done with an ice-cream container of 
lime, most of which had blown away before the 

game had even started.   
 
ñKids hockey wasnôt so much age based as skill 
basedò, said Di ñso you could be playing with quite 
a range of agesò.  It was nothing for Di to play a 
game of junior hockey, umpire a B grade match 
and then go on to play an A Grade game. Diane 
has recollections of playing alongside Roma 
Bairstow and Honor Gardiner, who were a part of 
Lake Graceôs first hockey premiership team of 
1968. 
 
Hockey has been an important part of Dianeôs life, 
it has given her a great deal of pleasure but she 
has also had the opportunity to share her 45 plus 
years of experience with younger players as they 
come up through the ranks.
