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Through the 1970s and 1980s there was a small group 
of ladies that met to paint. That was the start of the Art 
Group. Then In the 80s the art group became part of 
CWA for two reasons.  One was they were able to 
access $2000 of funding to help them buy a kiln through 
CWA.  This was needed because many of the art group 
where potters, led by Carol Armstrong and Jane Walker. 
The second reason was they needed a new home as the 
old police station (that was situated down near 
Stevemacs) was to be removed as it needed lots of 
repair work.  It was demolished instead.  So off to the 
CWA they went, where the biggest focus was pottery 
and  handicrafts. At that time the group displayed  (and 
sold) handicrafts and CWA catered for the tourist buses.  
This was a very busy time indeed. During the early 90s 
ceramic painting was being offered.  
 

Between 1993 and 1995 there was no active art group.  
 

In 1998 the present art group had been formed. The art 
group started with a TAFE drawing unit. It was decided 
to hold a class once a week at the Shire hall. 
 

The mural on the east side of the Lake Grace Plaza was 
painted by Irene Osborne during 1998 with the help of 
the Lake Grace Artist Group. 
 

The following year, the art group moved from the hall to 
the right side of the RSL building that was previously the 
old town library.  The art group was offered a pilot 
program through Curtin via video conference at the Lake 
Grace Community Resource Centre. For this art and 
design program 10 people of the art group signed up. 
The program ran for three years with the tutor travelling 
from Esperance.  
 

Following the three year program Tania Spencer and 
Kerrie Argent signed up to do their fine arts degree with 
Curtin University. 
 

During this time exhibitions and workshops were run in 
the Shire hall.  
 

In 2002/2003, to announce to the community, Kerrie 
Argent and Tania Spencer organised a surprise dinner, 
to show off the new permanent home for the art group. 
They had purchased the four square building that was 
no longer being used for a supermarket. This is the new 
Multi Artspace, a community space for the arts. 
 

Once the artspace had been cleared of loads of old and 
un-useful items, truckloads actually, the Lake Grace 
Artist Group has been able to hold more exhibitions and 
workshops in their 500square metre gallery. They 
describe it as a wonderful place to work and exhibit. 
 

Over many weeks between 2001 and 2004, under the 
inspiration of Kerrie Argent, community members and 
members of the Artist Group came together to create 
over 300 two foot square pavers to lay in the Mosaic 
Garden Gallery and the path connecting to the Penny 
path at the Lake Grace Hospital. The Artist Group also 
produced the mosaic under the town clock that reads 
ñTime to thank the volunteers for their timeò in 2005.  
 

The Artist Group has held Art 2 Wear three times in 

2005, 2006 and 2009, this included costume making 
workshops and performance workshops for students and 
adults. Before these events members of the art group 
had been able to go into the school and work with the 
students for costume construction. Each time Art 2 Wear 
has been presented to the Lake Grace community they 
have been invited to present the show at the Newdegate 
Field days giving it a bigger and more  demographically 
diverse audience.   
 

The third annual Wheatbelt Cultural Forum was hosted 
by the Artist Group in 2006 and was held in the Multi 
Artspace.  
 

In 2008, Helen Seiver was the first person to have a solo 
exhibition in the Multi Artspace and tutored the art group 
at that time in encaustic painting. 
 

In 2009 an artist by the name of Eames Demetrius came 
to Lake Grace and with the help of community members 
and the art group, installed Islands of cement in a salt 
lake out on the Newdegate Road. These are part of an 
installation and story that he has been working on all 
over the world. 
 

For 2009 and 2010 the wind festival has been held in 
Lake Grace. It is an outside event with wind orientated 
sculptures on show to display what the wind is like in 
Lake Grace. The art group encourages the community to 
be involved and to have a go with this outdoors 
exhibition. This is finished each time with a closing event 
of kite making and kite flying, the wind has not let them 
down as yet. 
 

Two Dutch artists, Wouter and Elke came to Lake Grace 
as Artists in residence in 2009 through a program called 
IASKA.  After spending time in Lake Grace the focus of 
their work was on the live sheep export and so began 
the design and construction of a hand crafted hooked 
wool rug. As it was not finished while in Lake Grace, 
Wouter and Elke travelled to Bahrain with the rug to 
perform a sacrifice of an Australian sheep on it. Once 
the rug is finished it hopefully can be returned to 
Australia and Lake Grace.  
 

Some of the workshops that the art group has organised 
are: Multiple Drawing and painting workshops, Mix 
media, Encaustic painting with wax, Print making in a 
number of different techniques, Natural-dyeing, Paper 
making, Journal making, Silk painting, Bush Furniture, 
Welding and forging, Film making, Charcoal drawing, 
Banner making, and many moreé 
 

As a whole and individually, the Lake Grace Artist Group 
and the members have achieved many great things. 
Such as artworks acquired for public collections, having 
art work published in journals or art magazines and 
some members are published authors. Members of the 
Artist Group have also exhibited in national and 
international exhibitions. As a group, the Lake Grace 
Artist Group received the Premierôs Australia Day Active 
Citizenship Award for a Community Group or Event. The 
events that the Artist Group was commended for was Art 
2 Wear and the Art in Motion - Wind Festival in 2009.

Lake Grace Chemist was originally situated on Stubbs 
Street where Ron Dewson is now.  The building was a 
chemist for many years. John and Judy Frost came to 
Lake Grace in 1960 and stayed for nearly four years 
leaving in 1964, Don and Peta Urquhart then bought the 
business and made Lake Grace their home until 1971.  
  
Lake Grace had a number of relief chemists until Ian 
and Vicki Butcher arrived in 1972. They were the 
proprietors of the chemist shop for around eight years.  
  
Frank Walser came in 1979; he was to be the last 
chemist for Lake Grace. When he moved from Lake 
Grace, Tracey Saunders ran the business as Lake 
Grace Health & Beauty for a while. 
  
In the late 1980s  Debbie Cummings purchased the 
business and not long after moved the shop to the 
Plaza where it is now situated; she also operated her 
Beauty Therapy business from the same premises.  
  
The premises where Lake Grace Health & Beauty is 
now located has had an interesting array of businesses 
within its walls since the rebuilt Plaza opened in 1980.  
The first was óSnipp & Sewô run by Lesley Duckworth, 
this was followed by Dumbleyung Sportsô owned by Ian 
Williams and run by Nola Frost for some time before 
she took on the business herself. The Coop then used 
the premises for shoes and sportswear for a while. 
 
Debbie Cummings sold Lake Grace Health & Beauty to 
Debbie Boulton in 1991 while continuing to run her 

Beauty Therapy business from home. Debbie Boulton 
then sold the business to Leonie Carruthers in May 
1993.  
 
The shop has evolved from selling mostly pharmacy 
lines to an ñeverythingò shop selling health food, 
medical and beauty products, giftware, linen, toys and 
recently included fabrics and craft supplies. Leonie has 
been the proprietor of the Lake Grace Health & Beauty 
for eighteen years. She saw an opportunity to expand 
the shop after the closing of the Laundromat (which was 
behind the original shop); Leonieôs extensions have 
allowed her to hold more stock with a wider range of 
merchandise.
