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In 2022 Australians lost over $3 billion to 
scams. Scammers are becoming more 
sophisticated in their efforts, making it 
increasingly difficult for consumers to 
recognise and avoid scams. Victims are 
losing larger amounts of money through 
faster payment systems and 
cryptocurrency.  

This is why, in July 2023, the 
government invested $58 million in a 
world-leading initiative to establish and 
run the National Anti-Scam Centre. 
Their remit is to facilitate partnerships 
across government, law enforcement, 
industry, and consumer groups to 
support the community in the fight 
against scams.  

The national, consumer centric, 
collaborative and coordinated approach 
will:    

¶ protect vulnerable communities from scams 

¶ improve consumersô ability to spot and avoid 
scams    

¶ make it simpler for consumers to report a scam 
and victims to access support    

¶ make Australia a less attractive target for 
scammers    

¶ reduce the economic and social harm caused by 
scams.  

Since 2002, Scamwatch has been run by the ACCC to 
raise awareness about how to recognise, avoid and 
report scams. The Scamwatch brand has a strong 
presence and is well recognised by consumers and 
supported by industry and government stakeholders.  

To support the establishment of the National Anti-Scam 
Centre, the ACCC has placed the Scamwatch brand 
within the National Anti-Scam Centre. This provides a 
strong platform to engage with consumers on awareness 
activities. We are in the process of developing a brand 
strategy to position the National Anti-Scam Centre and 

Scamwatch within the anti-scam ecosystem. The 
strategy will support website content, communication 
channels and education campaigns.  

National Anti-Scam Centre team members have visited 
the scam and fraud centres of major banks to learn more 
about prevention and detection activities being 
undertaken and progress data sharing and collaboration 
opportunities.  

The image may depict an older person getting scammed 
but donôt be under any illusions, the young are getting 
scammed in great numbers but it is the older generation 
that have more money to lose. 

Scammers are endlessly creative in their ways and 
means of getting to your money; they will approach you 
predominantly through text or SMS, email, social media, 
on the phone and even in person. 

Their creativity knows no bounds; creating false 
websites, intercepting emails and pretending to be from 
the government, bank or an institution of trust. 

Common signs of a scam are: 

¶ Itôs an amazing opportunity to make or save

VALE Dr Margaret Cole.   
 
We are sad to share the news that Margaret Cole passed away on Boxing Day. 
 
Margaret worked as psychologist in the Lake Grace district during the late 2010s. Margaret was a kind and wise 
counsellor to our community.  
 
Margaret also tutored local writers, helping a number to publish books and launch their careers as authors. 
Additionally, She hosted community workshops to create stories for the "Lake Grace 100 Years" book. 
 
Margaret spent her life contributing to the WA community and health sectors specifically through her 
establishment of the not-for-profit Kalparrin Centre for Parents of Children with Disabilities Inc., now named 
Kiind.  Margaret was one of the first professionals to recognise the needs of families caring for children with 
special needs. Hundreds of Western Australian families of children with disabilities over the past forty + years 
have witnessed and or experienced first-hand, the extent of Margaretôs remarkable support.     
 
Continuing her commitment to community, most recently Margaret was a volunteer counsellor and lecturer at 
Solaris Cancer Care. 
 
Margaret was inducted into the WA Womenôs Hall of Fame in 2020.  
 
Condolences to her family, friends and community. 
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Figures from the Road Safety Commission show 157 
people died on our roads last year - nine of which 
occurred between Christmas Eve and December 30.  

Fatigue is considered a factor in a substantial number 
of crashes across the country every year. Latest figures 
show 196 people were killed or seriously injured in a 
fatigue related crash in WA in 2022. In 2021, 211 
people died or were seriously hurt in a fatigue related 
collision.  

That is why we canôt underestimate the value of Driver 
Revivers, clean public toilets, shady seating areas and 
play areas for children to induce motorists to make 
regular stops to stretch their legs and refocus before 
getting back behind the wheel. 

The Lake Grace Driver Reviver 
was out from Friday 15th 
December, the day after school 
broke up, through to Saturday 
23rd December.  It was open for a 
total of 40 hours with 49 
volunteers (including children) 
giving up two hours of their time to 
help out.   

Only one shift recorded no customers with the 23rd 
being the busiest day.  For the nine days it was open 
123 motorists stopped in for a chat, hot beverage, 
biscuit, directions or to ask about the driver reviver 
scheme. 

This year there were some great giveaways, including 
teddys, fluoro dog bandanas, pet travel bowls and an 
electronic device that you could set to remind you to 
pull over and take a break. 

If you would like to offer some time to help out (it would 
be great to get back to having more than one on every 
shift) then please contact the CRC.  The Driver Reviver 
will be out again for Easter, which falls at the end of 
March.

Containers for Change has become a wonderful way to 
make a few dollars while quietly doing your bit for the 
environment.  Since October 2020, a whopping 100 
million 10Â containers have avoided landfill in WA, that 
has to be a saving to our local governments for refuse 
management while also providing a windfall to many 
organisations. 

For non profits such as the Lake Grace Lions it has 
been a very good fundraiser, an activity that works 
away in the background.  Lions have placed bins 
strategically around the town; bouncy pillow, Great 
Southern Fuels, Visitor Centre, Railway Station / Shed 
and a number at the Roadhouse.  The Roadhouse and 
All Good Refund Depot have generously provided 
funding for bins and the freight of the bins to 
Lake Grace to help Lions with their cause. 

Lions volunteers collect from these bins and 
bring them to the centrally located shuttle at 
the back of the RSL; to date the Lions have 
raised over $5,000 from their container 
collecting; when itôs busy theyôre collecting a 
shuttle a week. 

All Good Refund Depot were particularly busy 
in December 2023, processing 248,000 
containers (up from 2022ôs 137,00 containers).  

Up until December they have processed over 5.2 
million items since opening their doors, that means 
over half a millions dollars has come back into the 
community. 

Norm and Sherryl Chilcott and their staff at All Good 
Refund Depot have a few requests/reminders for those 
collecting; please take the lids off the containers (they 
will collect these but put them in separately) as they 
canôt be recycled with the lids on.  Taking lids off 
thousands of containers adds up to a lot of their work.  
Wine bottles havenôt yet been added to the containers 
for change, nor have coffee jars or food tins.  If youôre 
not sure download the C4C app or do a little research 
online.

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Lindsay was born on the 25
th
 April, 1949, at the Lake 

Grace AIM Hospital. His birth parents were Garner and 
Nancy Lee Kennedy and he was the eldest of 9 
children: Shirley, Leonie, Garner, John, Trudy, Deidre, 
Robert and Athol. Lindsayôs mother died when he was 
only 2 during the birth of his first sibling Shirley. His 
father then remarried Dorothy Armour whom already 
had Leonie, then together they had a further 6 children, 
can you only imagine what life must of looked like within 
a family of 11 in the early days !!! 

Growing up on a farm at North Lake Grace Lindsay 
would ride to the bus on a 28-inch wheel bicycle, 
sometimes he would walk with no shoes to be seen. 
Lindsay went to Lake Grace Junior High school until he 
was 13 and loved to play football in the ruck with Ken 
Jenks and Bill Adriaens. 

Leaving school at 13, Lindsay started working on farms, 
joined shearing teams and carting grain throughout the 
wheatbelt areas. He was so excited when he bought his 
first pair of shoes. He then worked in the Pilbara for 
NKMO, constructing the railway line and driving 
bulldozers.  At the age of 17, Lindsay began work in 
Darwin driving trucks until he got a job on a trawler 
going out to the Tiwi islands and across to the Gulf of 
Carpentaria.   

Lindsay joined the Australian Army at the age of 20 and 
began his training in Singleton NSW for three months, 
then completing another two months of core and jungle 
training at Canungra. He was deployed to Vietnam and 
actively served for his country.   

Post Vietnam, Lindsay returned to Australia to complete 
his national service in Queensland, where he met 
Dianne in the August of 1971 at the Sunnybank hotel in 
Brisbane. He said ñMy wife was the luckiest to be 
picked out of a queue, finding she was easy to instruct 
on how to iron my greens.ò He later married Dianne on 
the 11

th
 March 1972. It took Shaun 21 years to realise 

he was conceived out of wedlock. Lindsay was married 
to Dianne for 51 years, being together for 52 in total. 

In 1977, Lindsay lost three of his siblings, (Garner, John 
and Trudy) in a fatal car accident on the North Lake 
Grace Road which devastated his family. Lindsayôs 
father passed away in 1984, and he has since lost 
siblings Shirley and Leonie to battles with cancer. 

Lindsay and Dianne have four children Shaun, Stacey, 
Brett and Wade. Shortly after Shaun was born, the 
family moved back to Western Australia in 1973 where 
Lindsay commenced shearing then moved to Lake 
Varley for a couple of years share farming. In 1977, the 
family settled in Lake Grace, established a 
transportation business, and raised their family. The 
family lived a rewarding community life filled with sport 
and building life lasting friendships. Bremer Bay was 
always the family holiday destination for Christmas and 
Easter breaks and ohh, he just loved to take the

cruise on Main 
Beach pretending 
he was in a 4WD, 
really, and letôs 
not go there with 
thinking that the 
Econovan was a 
boat omg !!! In 
December 1990, 
the family 
relocated to 
Perth. Shaun 
remained in Lake Grace to finish his apprenticeship 
which was very difficult for Lindsay in such hard times.  

Lindsay was very fortunate to see all of his children 
marry and build good lives for themselves. They are 
instilled with strong values, work ethic and love of life. 

Lindsay has 3 daughters-in law being Carol, Melanie 
and Kayleen. 

He has 11 beautiful grandchildren, Ashleigh, Jack, 
Sophie, Anna, Ethan, Jessica, Charlotte, Genevieve, 
Adam, Ryan and Violet.  

In recent years Lindsay was lucky enough to inherit 
Kayleneôs children as his grandchildren, Melanie, Emily 
and Brendon and their children as his great 
grandchildren being Chandler, Alfie, Elijah, Saxon and 
Aurora. 

We recently found an old letter that Brett wrote to 
Lindsay from in the very early 80ôs as below:

After relocating the family to Perth, Lindsay began a 
long career in the Tourism industry which he loved, 
initially as a Tourist Coach Driver to locations all over 
Australia. In 1994, Lindsay and Dianne built their first 
home in Quinns Rocks where they loved the ocean life. 
Wade was able to finish his schooling, then empty 
nesting started for Lindsay and Dianne. Lindsay 
finished his career as a Kings Park Tram Driver all 
around the Perth City, educating tourists, even many of 
you here today, about Perthôs history and the beautiful 
flora and fauna of Kings Park until his retirement in 
2004. His knowledge for WA wildflowers was incredible. 
In 2006, Lindsay and Dianne moved to Dawesville

Lindsayôs retirement with Dianne was laden with many 
overseas trips including Vietnam, Cambodia, Europe, 
Canada, Alaska, Arctic Circle, Russia, New Zealand, 
South Pacific cruising and even Tasmania ï thatôs not 
overseas is it?  They have also travelled extensively 
throughout all of Australia in all forms including Tents, 
Swags, Kimberly Campers, Caravans then the luxurious 
offroad Lotus that they have today. They have tackled 
all the deserts including the Canning Stock Route and 
the Simpson Desert twice, been up to Cape York and 
have had many trips to the majestic Kimberleyôs and 
Pilbara. Lindsay knew all the hidden away places from 
his time in Tourism and loved to explore remote areas 
with many 4WD adventures. 

Lindsay would have a little private thought each week 
and ask Dianne for $20, there was certainly a little 
giggle when Dianne found his stash after his passing. 

Three years ago, Lindsay was diagnosed with (IPF) 
Idiopathic Pulmonary Fibrosis. 

In June this year- Lindsay and Dianne were travelling to 
a reunion in Queensland and he fell ill, only to discover 
a spot on his lung. A second scan was done in July and 
it had grown and he was told to go home. He had 
further scans when he got back to Dawesville and he 
was diagnosed with Metastasis cancer that could not be 
treated and had gone throughout his body.  

On the 9
th
 November he was rushed to emergency and 

he was not getting enough oxygen and by the 16
th
 

November family had to be informed there was not 
much time left. On 20/11/2023, a Monday morning at 
12.15, Lindsay passed away.

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He taught me the importance of working hard for what 
ever you want. If you are unhappy with your work get 
another job, work with your strengths and donôt dwell on 
what you can not do or control. Strive for your dreams, 
even though the road can and will be hard, the end 
result will be something that no one can take away from 
you. So, I followed his word and yes, it would appear 
that I am also a hard person however, my heart also is 
and will always be in the right place. 

Dad told me as a young girl that you will only ever have 
as many friends as fingers, on one hand, in one place 
at a time. People will come and go but the true ones will 
forever remain. This is evident today, you may only talk 
to some one once a year, as your paths may not cross 
for a long time. but some friendships are set in stone 
and will take off just where you left them. 

Dad ignited my passion for travel and the history of our 
great country.  He drove trucks when we were kids and 
to see him meant I had to take my barbie dolls in the 
cab and listen to Dolly Parton, Kenny Rogers and Willie 
Nelson a lot, an awful lot. I would pack my home-made 
cookies and look forward to a corn jack and oj from the 
roadhouse. When I got older, I was too busy working 
myself and one weekend I jumped on the coach with 
dad at the helm, to Shark Bay and explored a part of 
the west I had only ever seen in books, which was 
more beautiful than any photo could capture.

His birthday is Anzac Day, and if you wanted to see 
dad then you would either watch him on tv or join him in 
the march or find him at the RSL. Even when I was 
raising my children in the top end, each year they were 
at a dawn service or march and I always had one on 
the bar for him. So, they too have been raised with the 
value of respect for our servicemen and woman. 

When Jack was born dad had bowel cancer and when I 
would take Jack to visit, dad would instantly perk up, it 
was a sight never to be forgotten, as he did last 
weekend seeing all of his kids and most of his 
grandchildren. Dad was there throughout all of my 

illness and surgeries as he did for Jack which will 
remain with me forever. To see him so sick and there 
was nothing we could do but comb his hair and wipe his 
forehead, as he did for us was enough for him to know 
how much we all loved him. 

Familyôs are never perfect by any means, but when 
push comes to shove and the need is so great any 
stubbornness that we all have ingrained in our family is 
pushed aside and the bond that was always there 
surfaces.  

SO I will forever remember to: WORK HARD, Venture 
outside your comfort zone, Cherish the moment, 
RESPECT, FORGIVENESS, BE THERE FOR THOSE 
WHEN THE ARE IN NEED and FAMILY is the Legacy 
that dad has left with me.  

No matter how old we are we still need our dads and 
wonder how we will get by without them.

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The Isolated Childrenôs Parentsô Association of WA 
(ICPA WA) welcomed the news prior to Christmas of an 
increase to the Conveyance Allowance for school travel 
in regional areas effective Term 1, 2024.  

State President, Jane Cunningham said, ñIt is welcome 
news for families throughout WA. ICPA WA have been 
advocating for an increase to the conveyance 
allowance for many years. In 1988 ICPA (WA) made a 
submission to the Minister for Transport recommending 
the subsidy rate be increased from 9 cents per 
kilometre to 20 cents per kilometre. It is interesting to 
note that some 35 years later, in 2023 the rate was only 
25.24 cents per kilometre!ò  

Where it is not possible to provide a dedicated bus 
service in rural and regional areas, School Bus Services 
offer a conveyance allowance to parents/carers to 
assist in costs associated with driving their children to 
and from school or a pick up location, subject to 
eligibility criteria. ñIt has seemed justly unfair that a 
private vehicle being used for business purposes can 
claim 78 cents per kilometre yet families can only claim 
25.54 cents per kilometre to access their childôs 
education,ò Ms Cunningham said.  

The Bus Fair Report - an inquiry into the Student 
Transport Assistance Policy Framework conducted in 

2022 by the Public Accounts Committee, recommended 
the Public Transport Authority review the Conveyance 
Allowance to ensure it is based on a contemporary 
benchmark, adjusted in line with the Consumer Price 
Index (CPI), and the basis for adjustments is 
transparent. The last review of the Conveyance 
Allowance occurred in June 2002 by the School Bus 
Task Force, which supported a rate of 16.08 cents per 
kilometre and was linked to the Transport CPI (Perth) 
index to allow for inflation.  

ñRural and regional families can travel many kilometres 
per day transporting their children directly to school or a 
school bus pick up location for educational access. In 
recent times the costs associated with running a vehicle 
have increase exponentially and the assistance offered 
by the conveyance allowance was eroded to such an 
extent that it did little to assist with those costs. The 
increase from 25.24 cents per kilometre to 55.6 cents 
per kilometre will be a great help to families in 
recognition of those costs and we thank the Cook Labor 
Government for their increased financial support to get 
children to and from school,ò Ms Cunningham said.  

ICPA will continue to advocate for regional parents and 
students in accessing education and we appreciated 
the support and commitment of the WA State 
Government.

According to the Australian Bureau of Statistics (ABS), 
the 2021 Census indicated that the average length of a 
marriage that ends in divorce is 12.2 years. 47.8% of 
those divorces impact children under the age of 18. 
When a marriage or long-term relationship ends, many 
men find navigating parenting arrangements with their 
ex-partners very challenging, stressful and seemingly 
unfair. 

Coordination of arrangements may be difficult, 
especially during adjustment to new situations and 
commitments that might include work, training or study, 
and new relationships.  

Communication is key, and dependent upon the nature 
of the relationship (and the reasons for its end), 
maintaining contact in writing (possibly via email, text or 
social media messaging) may be a less-confronting 
alternative to speaking over the phone or face-to-face. 

Keeping the focus on childrenôs needs is the goal and 
sometimes this is easier said than done. If discussions 
get off-track, remember to monitor and adjust focus 
towards the children in negotiating parenting 
arrangements and try to guide your ex-partner in the 
same direction.  

You should aim to be fair and flexible with your time 
and it is reasonable to expect the same from your ex-
partner. This includes both parties being open to 
assisting each other with schedules that are 
manageable, and considering travel (pick-ups and drop-
offs), school holidays, birthdays and other occasions 
that fall outside of the usual care arrangements.  

Most arrangements will involve payment of child 
support from one ex-partner to another, with the ex-
partner who is responsible for the children for most of 
the time usually being the recipient. The amounts 
payable are determined, monitored and reviewed 
regularly by Child Support (Services Australia) and are 
largely based on percentage of care and income. 
Another financial consideration is the cost of schooling, 
outings, presents or ongoing activities (for example, 
participation in a sporting team or drama classes). 
Some of these costs may be straightforward based on 
parental responsibilities, some may require more 
negotiation if expenses are to be shared. 

As one or both partners develop new relationships, 
more challenges may present themselves. How will the 

new partners fit in with the parenting arrangements? 
What are the ex-partners comfortable or not 
comfortable with? How do the children feel about the 
new partners? Keeping communication as open as 
possible is recommended. 

If arrangements cannot be reached between ex-
partners, other options are available. The first is a 
Parenting Plan. There are services that can assist in 
creating this type of plan, which sets out in plain 
language the arrangements each parent has agreed to. 
Parenting Plans are not legally enforceable. By 
contrast, a Parenting Order may be issued should the 
parties wish for the Family Court to decide upon 
parenting arrangements. Once in place, these are 
legally enforceable. 

Circling back to those statistics from the ABS, itôs 
important to understand that you are not alone. Many 
couples go through similar situations. There will be 
some stress and difficulty in moving forward as parents. 
Adjusting to a new situation takes time; do your utmost 
to stay calm and reasonable in securing viable 
arrangements for yourself, your ex-partner and (most 
importantly) your children.
