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The Little Master

The cricket career of one of the greatest batsmen of all
time has just come to an end. “The Little Master” as he
became known, stood at 5 feet 5 inches. Bom on
24/04/1973, Sachin Tendulka, as a young boy was
considered a bully, and often picked fights with new
children at his school. To curb his bullying tendencies,
his half brother Ajit introduced him to cricket. Gifted
ability showed up, so he was introduced to a famous
coach, where his earlier performances were
unimpressive but given a second chance, his natural
abilities showed through.

Tendulka would practice for hours in the nets and when
he got tired, coach Acrekar would put a one-rupee coin
on top of the stumps, and the bowler who dismissed
him would get the coin. If Tendulka passed the session
without getting dismissed, he would get the coin — he
won 13 coins, which became prized possessions! At
school he had a reputation as a child prodigy, with
suggestions he would one day become a cricketing
great. Sachin tumed his attention to becoming a fast
bowler but the Australian speedster, Dennis Lillee, was
not impressed and suggested he focus on his batting.

In 1988 Tendulka scored a century in every innings he
played and was involved in an unbroken partnership of
664 runs in an inter-school match. He scored 326 runs
not out and his batting was so destructive it reduced a
bowler to tears and the rest of the opposition were
unwilling to continue the game.

His Test debut came in 1989 when just 16 years of age.
Big scores were not instant though and it was almost a
year later in England when he became the second
youngest cricketer to score a century. His Test career
began to blossom on the Australian tour of 1991/92,
when he made a century in Sydney and at Perth in the
5th Test at the WACA — and that is when | took this
youthful photo of him, as he came in to bat.

Though it was a memorable Test — with Kapil Dev
getting his 400th wicket as well, time has to some

Tendulka went on to create many records, delighting his
followers as he accumulated more runs than any other
batsman. Cricketing historians will refer to his many
achievements and great partnerships for years to come,
but in his farewell to the game he paid tribute to his wife
and declared that his greatest partnership was the one
with her.
