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Nothing could equate to the excitement and 
promise that the railway provided to Lake Grace 
and itôs satellite ôcommunitiesô such as Beenong 
and Burngup as it snaked its way through the rural 
areas. 
 
The railway provided a means of moving essential 
items into the area as well as a means of moving 
produce out.  Long gone are the times when 
farmers yarded their stock at the Beenong 
stockyards before they were loaded onto the train 
to be sold at the Lake Grace saleyards.  Gone too 
are the times when water was trucked in via rail.   
 

The Beenong/Burngup community have elected to  
celebrate this rich history that opened up the inland 
areas for our early settlers by holding three plaque 
unveilings on Saturday 24th March.  This will be 
followed by a BBQ lunch at Terry and Leigh 
Hardyôs.  With more than one hundred people  
expected to attend, there is sure to be plenty of 
chewing the fat. 
 
The first plaque will be commemorating the 
Beenong / North Lake Grace Cricket Teamôs home 
ground.  This will be unveiled by Life Member, 
Bruce Duckworth.  The ground was used from 
1926/27 through to 1959/60 with a break for the

Owners of rental properties are being warned not to view 
low vacancy rates as a ñfree-for-allò to increase rents on 
tenants. 
 

While industry sources suggest that rents are tipped to 
soar because of continued low vacancy rates and strong 
demand, Consumer Protection is cautioning property 
owners against ñchasing-the-dollarò by hiking rents 
beyond the reach of good, reliable tenants. 
 

Demand is particularly high at this time of the year with 
many fixed term tenancy agreements coming to an end 
and families finding new rental accommodation. 
 

Property owners should give any rent increase careful 
consideration. A rental property is a valuable investment 
and a short-term gain of higher rent can lead to long-
term pain if you price potentially great tenants out of 
your property. 
 

Property owners should look for more qualities than just 
the ability to pay the most amount of rent. A tenancy is 
essentially an ongoing business relationship between 
yourself and your tenant.  
 

Any increase in rent should be a reflection of the fair 
market value for that particular property in that particular 
location or justified by significant modifications to the 
property that benefit the tenant. 
 

Under the Residential Tenancies Act, landlords must 
follow certain requirements as to how rents may be 
increased.  
 

Rent cannot be increased during a fixed term lease 
unless the agreement says so and it is at least six 
months since the last increase. Where a fixed term lease 
comes to an end a landlord may increase the rent in the 
new lease but should consider negotiating this increase 
if the same tenant is remaining in the property. 
 

In a periodical lease with no fixed end date, the rent can 
only be increased six months after the last increase and 
the tenant must be given at least 60 days notice in 
writing, telling them the amount of the increase and from 
when the increase will take effect. 
 

Property managers or real estate agents who breach the 
Residential Tenancies Act can face fines.  
 

Offences under the Act are taken very seriously by 
Consumer Protection and penalties can be substantial.
